In chis year, the Performance Division released
music videos that featured collaborations wich
Singapore Chinese Cultural Centre (SCCC)
and Direct Funeral Services and Singaporean
artists such as Hossan Leong, Siti Khalijah and

Syakirah Noble.

Our shows at Vivocity, in collaboration with
Mapletree Investments, saw record turnouts of
audiences and our sold-out annual “Where the
River Always Flows” series with The Fullerton
Hotels saw its fourth instalment being held.

This year was also a special year, as we saw

the fruition of four year’s worth of research,
documentation and innovation through the
launch of The Forefathers Project. The Project,
which aims to preserve and innovate with
Singapore’s Chinese dialect music was kickstarted
through Heirlooms, a concert at the Esplanade
Concert Hall. The concert saw us premiere 8
new works that were inspired by the sounds

of our forefathers.

Our work with TENG Gives Back saw us
performing for beneficiaries such as the
National Kidney Foundation (NKF),

Assisi Hospice, St Andrew’s Nursing Home
and Dover Park Hospice. We bring comfort
to patients and their caregivers through our
music and this year, TENG was awarded NKF’s
Corporate of the Year as well as NKF’s Circle
of Hearts Award in recognition of our work in
changing lives.

This year, our Academy Division also gave out
four new scholarships with the support of

Mapletree Investments, to aspiring Chinese
musicians who were in need. We will continue
to groom, mentor and guide them and help
them grow to become amazing musicians in

their own right.

The Year in Review 2019 — 2020

Our Specialised In-School Music programmes
saw us going into Boys Town, The Association
of Persons with Special Needs (APSN) and
Stamford Primary School to use music to effect
change. We also held a Guzheng Beginner Course
with Confucius Institute, Nanyang Tec}mological
University as well as inaugurated the TENG
Workshop series with SCCC, featuring Dizi
musician Ng Hsien Han.

This year, our Research Division saw the
launching of another labour of love —

The TENG Guide to the Chinese Orchestra.
Authored by Wang Chenwei, Chow Junyi and
myself, TENG finally published this seminal
English guidebook for anyone interested in
writing for Chinese instruments. Taking four
years to complete, the book was published by
World Scientific and launched by Minister of
Culture, Community and Youth, Grace Fu.

When the pandemic struck in early 2020,

we cancelled our shows, but were quick to pivot
and innovate. We have since embarked on an
ambitious digitalisation programme throughout
the company and are looking to engage with
current and new audiences in time to come.

In the Financial Year ended 31 March 2020, TENG had total
revenue of $$2,861,715. The main sources of income are donations
and grants, such as the NAC Major Grant and Cultural Matching
Fund, totalling $$2,476,453.

The increase of $$979,375 from the Financial Year ended

31 March 2019 - where total income was S$1,882,340 - can be largely
ateributed to the receipt from the Cultural Matching Fund’s
April 2019 window, as well as a total sum of S$523,191 raised
from the joint fundraiser with Caregivers Alliance Limited
in March 2019.

In addition to government grants, TENG also secured donations
from both private and corporate donors, who have funded initiatives
and activities such as the community outreach programme,
TENG Gives Back.

Financial Highlights

In the Financial Year ended 31 March 2020, TENG had a total expenditure of S$1,598,613 — the bulk
of which came from employment expenses totalling $§658,968, and project fees totalling S$599,671.

This is an increase of S§210,014 from the Financial Year ended 31 March 2019, where total expenditure
amounted to S$1,388,599. This can be attributed to an increase of $§66,291 in employment expenses

due to salary adjustments of staff, as well as an increase of S$121,731 in Project Fees due to higher

project expenses, predominantly from TENG’s major production Heirlooms held at the Esplanade

Concert Hall on 11 October 2019.
